Excerpts from the Articles of Association:

§ 2 Purpose of the association

(1) The association has the task of supporting the official, off-duty and 

social contacts of the non-commissioned officers and comparable 

civil servant(s). To maintain employees in the Wilhelmsburg-Kaserne to strengthen the solidarity of the members among themselves. 

It fulfills thereby a task of care.

(2) For this purpose the association sets itself the following tasks:

a) To promote the comradely social life of the members,

b) Promotion of social contacts between the members,

their relatives and guests,

c) Implementation of educational, social and comradely 

events and maintaining contacts with other armed forces and the civilian sector,

(3) For the use of the rooms which are available to the association, the house rules apply.

(4) The activities of the association must be in accordance with the Central Service Regulation (ZDv) 60/2.
§ 4 Members

1 The NCO Club Wilhelmsburg-Kaserne e.V. has full and extraordinary members. The full members have the right to vote in the affairs of the association and elect the executive committee.

The decision on membership (entry/exclusion) is the responsibility of the association's executive committee.

2. can become full members:

a) All members of the category of non-commissioned officers

and NCO candidates

(b) non-commissioned officers of the Allied Forces

c) Civil servants and trainees (middle management)

d) Employees in comparable positions

of all units and services of the Bundeswehr in the Wilhelmsburg-Kaserne.

3. may become extraordinary members:

a) non-commissioned officers/officials/employees of the Bundeswehr/NATO in retirement,

(b) other active non-commissioned officers/officials/employees of the Bundeswehr/NATO,

(c) non-commissioned officers of the reserve,

d) non-commissioned officers of Allied forces (active, reserve, retired) from outside Wilhelmsburg-Kaserne, 

e) Widows/widowers of former members,

f) persons close to the association

g) members of civil companies established in the WiBuKa.
§ 5 Acquisition of Membership

The application for membership must be made in writing. The executive committee decides on the acceptance. 

In the case of applications from persons according to § 4 (3) letter f), the consent of the supervisor is required. Rejections must be justified in writing. With the application for membership a direct debit authorization for the membership fees should be given at the same time.

§ 7 Membership fees

1. monthly fees are charged to members. The amount of these membership fees, which are to be measured according to salary or remuneration groups, and their due date are determined by the general meeting. 

Excerpts from the financial regulations:

§ 4 Membership fees

Membership fees are to be paid by full members.

a.For non-commissioned officers  (OR-5) and comparable civil servants / employees 18,-€ half-yearly 

b.For non-commissioned officers (OR-6 and above) and comparable officials / employees 18,-€ semi-annually 

Extraordinary members pay an annual fee of 18,-€.

The contributions can be 

a.By cash payment,

b.By bank transfer or

c.By direct debit authorization 

Non-payment leads to a reminder, in serious cases an exclusion can be requested at the general meeting (§6 paragraph 1d of the statutes)
